My Script My Choice

Is your access to prescriptions drugs from your pharmacy changing?

Some patients have been notified by their health plan (such as the State of Florida Group Insurance Program for Employees and Retirees) that they may only receive future prescriptions by mail order or at pharmacies owned by a PBM, such as CVS/Caremark. This may be inappropriate if the companies are using data you gave the pharmacy to cut off your access to the pharmacy of your choice. 

Additionally, the 2011 Florida Legislature is considering privatizing the Florida Medicaid Program throughout the state which could affect nearly 3 million Medicaid recipients’ choice of their pharmacy. You must let your Florida legislators know what is happening today.

Tell the Florida Legislature to Protect Your Choice!

As a citizen of Florida, I want to make certain that you and your colleagues in the Florida Legislature know of the practices of health plans and PBMs like CVS/Caremark that are improperly using my personal information and restricting my choice of pharmacy. I also want you and your colleagues to know that efforts to privatize the Florida Medicaid Program must safeguard my right to choose my pharmacy. Please protect my pharmacy choice and rights!
